Stallholder Information

Thank you for your interest in having at stall at the Artisan Farmers Market.

Our goal is to create a pleasant, relaxed and enjoyable atmosphere where many people can come regularly to purchase unique, artistic, locally crafted clothes, home wares and gifts; to buy their monthly supplies of quality, chemical free food; enjoy a healthy meal or snack; listen to pleasant music; meet and greet like-minded people; and learn skills/gain knowledge to develop their ability to be more self-sustaining and environmentally conscious. The committee sees the market as a valuable opportunity for local artists, crafts people and organic food producers to display and sell their products on a regular basis. The committee’s purpose is to create a pleasant and conducive atmosphere and to promote the Markets so they are financially successful for all stall holders and for Linuwel School.
Stallholder Applications

On first enquiring about the market, stallholders will be assessed for their individual suitability for the market.  It is important to us not to have too much repetition of goods, and stalls must suit the guidelines of the Artisans Market.  
All goods for sale are to be handcrafted/hand grown and/or promoting a cleaner environment, subject to the discretion of the market co-ordinating committee.  We do not allow mass produced items to be sold at the market, and stallholders must maintain our standards of social and environmental responsibility.  We do not allow the issue of plastic bags.  Only paper or cloth bags are allowed.

All stallholders should fill in a stallholder registration form and forward payment prior to the market.  Sites will not be allocated until the day prior to the market, although regular stallholders will be given regular locations.  We will do our best to accommodate the needs of stallholders, however we cannot guarantee that we can always give them the spot they request.

Stallholders are required to provide all shelters/tables, etc.  Bright, neat stalls make for a much more successful market, both for the individual stallholder, and for the market overall in terms of repeat customers.  

Stallholders must have their own Public Liability insurance and a copy of the insurance must be supplied with your application form.

Days and Times

Market will be held on the 3rd Saturday, 10am-2pm of every month, excluding January.  Stallholder setup is from 8am.

On Arrival

On arriving at the market, stallholders can find their names and stall location on a chart and map situated on the steel fence in the carpark.  Organisers will of course be onsite if you have any queries or trouble locating your site.

There will be vehicle access into the carpark, however there are some sites where stallholders will have to carry their gear some metres up to their site.  As soon as stallholders are finished unloading, they must park their cars in the Stallholder carpark.  All vehicles must be removed from the market grounds by 9:30am.  Please be aware that there is limited space, and all stallholders must complete their unloading as quickly as possible to avoid blocking the carpark for too long.

Wet Weather

If stallholders are unsure about weather conditions, they should call 0418118758. The school verandah will be used in most circumstances of wet weather, though a decision will be made about whether or not to go ahead with the market by 7:30am. If the market goes ahead, but individual stallholders choose not to participate, they will not be issued a refund of their stall fees.  If, however, the market is cancelled, stallholders will be given the option of either a refund of stall fees, or having their fees rolled over to the next market.

Pack Up

Stallholders are required to remain set up to the end of the market. All stallholders are required to leave their site clean and free of rubbish, etc.  Vehicles can be brought back on site from 2pm onwards, but, as for setup, it is necessary that they are removed from the market area as quickly as possible to help with traffic flow. Everyone wants to get out quickly (
And lastly…

Linuwel is a designated wetland area, and as such, no domestic animals are permitted in the grounds.  Unfortunately, due to insurance restrictions, the play equipment and pond areas are not to be accessed by children, so if you have little ones with you, please keep them under supervision.

Thank you for being a part of our market.  The money raised through stall fees goes directly to the school once all expenses are taken out.
